How can you help at home?

Home learning

Home learning will be set on a Friday and
should be completed by the following
Wednesday at the latest unless we have
specified otherwise.

Maths — Please could you continue to support your child in embedding their knowledge of their times tables and related division facts. Maths concepts can be consolidated by

Investigating Living Things

In Science, we will be learning about the process of
reproduction in some plants and animals by
researching and comparing the gestation periods of
mammals; looking at how plants reproduce;
comparing the lifecycles of different groups of
animals and investigating the different methods of
seed dispersal in plants.
