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Chipmunk Reminders...

As the temperature continues to drop, please can you ensure that
your child has appropriate clothing for both inside and outside of
Nursery. We have the Nursery door open during the session and
sometimes the classroom becomes chilly. Please ensure your child is
wearing layers that can be removed and please help us by

naming all clothing.

We ask that Wellington boots are not to be worn inside Nursery.
Please ensure you change your child into safe and practical foot-
wear, preferably Velcro shoes (no laces) before entering Nursery.
If possible, it would be helpful to have a spare pair of shoes in

their bag for changing should they become wet during water play.

We have been showing the children how to put on their coats
independently. Please encourage your child to practice this
important skill at home as well as putting on and taking off their

shoes, this would be very much appreciated.

Keyworker groups

Your child’s keyworker has been spending individual and group fime with your child to observe
and assess what they can achieve and what areas they may need support in. The children are
assessed three times during the year to allow us to support your child’s development through the

seven areas of learning.
